TUESDAYS ANGELS HELPS BROWARD HOUSE CLIENTS
 
Fort Lauderdale – For the fourth year in a row, Tuesday’s Angels will provide access to public transportation through bus passes to clients of Broward House who are financially needy and living with HIV/AIDS. Broward House is Broward County’s oldest and largest HIV/AIDS community service organization serving over 5,000 clients in annually.

 
The public transportation program will supply eligible Broward Houses clients a monthly pass for unlimited bus transportation providing them access to medical and medically related appointments, meetings with case managers, support groups, food shopping, pharmacy, family visits, and other necessary activities where transportation is not provided.
 
“Tuesday’s Angels continued support of our clients is nothing short of miraculous” said Kathleen Cannon, Vice President and COO of Broward House, “The bus passes that they provide to our clients on an annual basis is an essential part of their wellness. Our clients have a multitude of medical and supportive appointments that they would not be able to get to without this help. Thank you Chuck Nicholls and Tuesday’s Angels for continuing to be a life line for the HIV positive community in Broward County”.
 
This transportation program was started four years ago when there were cuts in government transportation funding.  In previous years with the generous help of The John C. Graves Charitable Fund of the Community Foundation of Broward, Tuesday’s Angels has been able to buy these bus passes for needy clients.
 
Founded in 1993, Tuesday's Angels Inc. was initiated as a charity to give emergency financial assistance to those living with HIV/AIDS in Broward County. It began when a few Fort Lauderdale gentlemen with a goal to give immediate assistance to people who were not covered by established fundraising sources decided to sponsor a monthly dinner in order to raise money for their cause. The dinners held the first Tuesday of the month, brought in donations from the “angels” in attendance, and thus, Tuesday's Angels was born. In 2007, Tuesday’s Angels expended over $225,000 and helped over 1,000 individuals. It is supported by over 300 members as well as many local businesses that contribute generously and in addition has been the recipient of the proceeds from several charity events including the 100% Solution Bike Ride, the Circle of Friends, the Masked Leather Ball. Over the years it has won many community awards for its service and in 2008 was the recipient of Broward House’s Spirit of Hope Award.
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
